The walls in the Shupe, Oakwood-Slater, Manges, and Tuckey are cement block, so in order to hang things you must use 
special 3-pronged hooks.  These are available from hardware stores as well Home Depot or Lowes.  Manges and Tuckey 
also allow for small nails to be used in certain locations. 
 
Students using a community shower (Oakwood-Slater and Shupe 101-111) may wish to bring a container to use for 
carrying personal items to the shower. 
 
Beds are extra-long twins.  Regular-sized fitted sheets are too small for these beds. 
 
Rooms are not carpeted in Shupe, Oakwood-Slater, Manges, and Tuckey.  You may bring your own carpeting if you would 
like, however, it must be removed at the end of the year. Vacuum cleaners are not provided.  The dimensions are as 
follows:

 Manges Hall 11’6” x 20’4”
